	Lesson title: What causes persistent poverty in Britain?


	Lesson aim:

To understand the causes and indicators of persistent poverty in Britain

	Lesson objectives:

· To know the definition of poverty in the context of an MEDC

· To understand the causes of poverty in an MEDC

· To be able to use the indicators of poverty to determine why Britain is facing persistent poverty  



	Learning activities/tasks:

Starter: Defining poverty
Working in groups of 2-4, each group is provided with a number of statements relating to the definition of poverty. The actual definitions will be placed around the classroom and the groups will need to work out which definition matches the statements they have been given. Each definition represents the different stakeholders involved with poverty. Once students have made their decision they will need to justify it to the class. Then ask the class to record a definition of poverty.
Main activity:

Divide the class into groups of four. Provide each group with a different information pack.

Each member of each group is required to independently to make notes from the information sheet onto the A3 grid.

The group then collates information to form a verbal presentation

(Potential to do this in the ICT room and prepare a PowerPoint to accompany the presentation)

Plenary:

Each group presents their example of poverty in Britain. The remainder of the class completes the A3 grid as they listen to the other groups.
