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Coasts module assessment
The end of unit assessment for this module will take the form of a 5 minute pitch about carrying out coastal fieldwork to investigate the process of longshore drift.

The assessment allows students to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of coastal features and processes and apply this knowledge to a real life location.  The task of planning coastal fieldwork will give students the opportunity to take ownership of their learning and provide a framework within which the classroom teacher can assess students’ learning and progression.
Assessment can be made both of the planning aspect of the task (though observations and students’ planning sheets) and the final pitch.  This will enable the classroom teacher to assess all aspects of learning rather than just relying on evidence of knowledge and understanding during the final pitch.
Students should be assessed on the following:

· Appropriate location for fieldwork site – needs to be accessible from London within a day and the chosen beach must have groynes.
· Background information on the process of longshore drift and the role of groynes.  Should include subject specific vocabulary, such as swash, backwash, transportation and deposition. 
· Explanation of why it is important to know if longshore drift is occurring. Students need to justify this particular investigation.
· Clear explanation of methods used and how the data will be recorded and analysed.
· Explanation of expected findings and tentative conclusions.

· Answer the hypothesis and the implications of the findings.
· Justification of the importance of geography fieldwork.
NB The removal of level descriptors which formed the old Attainment Targets means that from September 2014, schools are allowed to create their own assessment systems.  For this reason, this assessment has been designed to be used within your department’s own assessment structure.  For example, if a department has developed their own levels, these can be used to assess knowledge, understanding, skills and application throughout this fieldwork planning task.
