Activity One

Key question

Where is the Caribbean and what is it like?
Resource

Online quiz 
Tasks

Develop an overview of the term ‘Caribbean.’  Brainstorm the students’ existing knowledge and perceptions of the Caribbean.  Students can use maps and atlases to identify the locations of the Caribbean islands.  

Use the online quiz as a starter activity to evaluate the students’ prior knowledge and understanding of the history of the Caribbean. This can also be used at the end of a session as an assessment exercise.
Activity Two - History
Key question

Who are the Maroon people and what have been their experiences?
Resource

Record of Resistance – Background Information

Record of Resistance - Activity
Tasks

This is a case study on slave resistance by the Maroon community in Jamaica.  Students should have an understanding of the triangular slave trade and can use the resources on the Maroons as a case study of resistance.  There were many forms of resistance by the slaves; the Maroon people of Jamaica escaped from the plantations by forming communities in the hills.  

Use the image of the Maroons first and ask the students to write their own questions around it.  After discussing their questions, ask the students to answer the question sheet.  This can be done as a whole class discussion or through group work.  
Give out the information sheet to the students to understand how the Maroon community resisted slavery and how freedom was achieved.  
Activity Three – History 
Key question

What was it like in the 20th century?
Resource

From slavery to emancipation – Background information
From slavery to emancipation – Activity
Tasks

Use the image of the workers on the plantation first and ask the students the questions from the sheet.  Use the information sheet to discuss their questions - this can be done as a whole class discussion or through group work.  

Activity Four - Geography
Key question

When and why did people come to England?

Resource

Tasks

Give out the activity sheet and ask the students to follow the instructions.  They are required to undertake web research to discover the reasons why many people have left the Caribbean and what factors attracted them to the UK.
